Book’s Eco-Friendly Message Spurs A Proactive Generation
WEST HARTFORD, Conn., September 16, 2008- Planet Earth Gets Well, by author Madeline Kaplan, has teamed up with several key partners in an effort to promote environmental responsibility amongst young children.  Partners include Radio Disney, Eco-Libris and a tie into Earth Day Network.

Planet Earth Gets Well addresses environmental concerns in a child-friendly format, based on the author’s understanding that future generations must be prepared to preserve their planet and its resources.   The book is targeted to children ages 4-8, a sector of the market where there is a void in materials which promote environmental awareness.

Customers also receive a sticker made of recycled paper for every book they balance out saying “One tree planted for this book” and can later display these stickers on their books' sleeves.
